Course Name and Description:
This course is designed to introduce students to the many different areas of news reporting. Students will be working on our school’s TV Broadcast and other news media projects. Students will be involved in all aspects of the news production, this will include writing copy and news articles, running the broadcasting equipment, interviewing staff and students, and speaking in front of the camera. Students will learn by doing; projects are designed to build hands on skills and inspire creativity.

Although students may take this class as one semester, it is encouraged that they take the full year. The second semester of the class builds on skills introduced and obtained in the first semester.

Classroom Expectations:

· Our classroom is a place of learning.  Therefore, you should come to class with the proper items for learning, such as a writing utensil and paper.  You should also be attentive during instructional time and give your best effort on all assignments.  Lastly, we are all responsible to make sure that our actions do not distract others in the class from being able to learn.

· Our classroom is a safe environment.  Each student deserves to feel safe expressing his or her thoughts and feelings in the context of our material and the learning process.  Therefore, there will be no taunting, put downs, or unkind teasing tolerated.

· Our classroom is a place of respect.  As a teacher I will treat each of you with respect.  I expect that you will treat me, as well as each of your classmates, with the same respect.  Therefore, we will not interrupt when others are speaking, we will not take or use things that belong to other people, and we will be considerate of one another’s feelings.

· Our classroom is a part of the larger Anchor Bay High School community.  Therefore, we will not do anything in our classroom that would be a distraction to the ability of other students to learn and other teachers to teach.  We will also treat the building, the classroom materials, and the other individuals in the building with respect.

Classroom Procedures:
Seating Chart: There will be a seating chart for this class.  You are expected to sit in your assigned seat everyday, unless otherwise instructed.
Paper Headings: All must have the student’s first and last name.
Late Assignments: No assignment turned in to me late will receive full credit.  However, you will be able to receive partial credit.  You may turn your assignments in ONE DAY LATE ONLY, and you will receive 50% of the points earned.


If you are in the building at ANY time on the day that an assignment is due but you are not in class, your assignment is still due on the assigned due date.  If the assignment is turned in the next day, it will be considered late.
Tutoring Opportunities: Upon student’s request
What are the student’s responsibilities if they are absent: In the event that you are absent it is your responsibility to write a script for each day you are absent, you must retrieve the daily announcements from the high school website the day you are absent – this is your responsibility.  After 5 absences in either card marking the assignment for absences will change upon instructor’s decision.  Also, I will be happy to explain the assignments and any other information that you missed at an appropriate time, i.e. before school or when the class is working quietly on an assignment and I am free to speak with you.
Tardiness: You are tardy if you are not in the classroom at the completion of the tardy bell.  Please do not try to split hairs over tardiness.  Instead, be proactive in planning your daily routines so that you can get in the habit of being punctual to class.


In the event that you are tardy, you will be asked to sign in on the tardy sheet.  We will follow the Anchor Bay High School tardy policy.
Class Dismissal: The bell does not dismiss you at the end of class.  I will dismiss you.  You must not leave the room until the bell has rung.
